(RESOLUTION PREPARED)

(At the City Council meeting on February 14, 2007, Councillor Landry-Altmann submitted a
petition on behalf of area residents for the installation of pedestrian signals at the intersection
of Barry Downe Road and Lamothe Street.

Staff conducted a detailed pedestrian crossing review at each intersection on Barry Downe
Road between Lasalle Boulevard and Woodbine Avenue. The report indicates there are a
significant number of pedestrians that cross this busy arterial roadway in an unprotected
manner.

Staff recommend that pedestrian warning signs be installed along both sides of Barry Downe
Road. Itis also recommended that construction of a two-way centre left turn lane on Barry
Downe Road be given high priority to improve pedestrian safety. Staff will continue to
monitor pedestrian crossing volumes to determine if pedestrian signals or raised islands
should be included as part of any future widening, to assist pedestrians in crossing the road.)
