(3-1-1is afairly new service offered by Bell Canada to municipalities. This service allows any
citizen to dial 3-1-1 and be immediately connected to a municipal Call Centre or any other
designated location. It is an easy number for citizens to remember and is primarily used by
citizens for non emergency calls such as reports on broken water mains or non-emergency
police and fire calls. A 3-1-1 telephone service will provide citizens greater convenience by
eliminating many individual telephone numbers and providing either a first contact answer
or a seamless transfer to whichever department or service provider has information for the
caller.)
