Report dated 2006-04-21 from the General Manager of Community Development
regarding Cap on RRSP/RESP Expense for Children Services Needs Test.
(PRELIMINARY DISCUSSION)

(In 2004 the Ministry of Children and Youth Services implemented a new palicy allowing
municipalities to use RRSP and RESP contributions as expenses under the child care needs
test. Implementing this policy without a cap has resulted in the City paying a greater share
or all of the full cost of care for many previously ineligible families. Unlike other
municipalities, this City is seeing significant contributions of RRSP’s being made (up to
$1,300 month). Without a cap on contributions, available child care funding dollars become
limited and increase the likelihood of wait lists. This action will allow for approximately $8,000
per month to be redirected to assist more families in need. The majority of clients affected
by this cap would now have a contribution, but would still be eligible for a partial subsidy.
Current clients with expenses of more than $300 would be grandfathered for a period of two
months to allow them to make any necessary changes to their child care arrangements.)
